Brief summary of the project and anticipated outcome  ;
Background:

In the most vulnerable zone  i.e beside National Highway – 5 the most vulnerable groups so that Truck drivers will be awared for the consequences of HIV, AIDS.  

Possible outcome: 
Better access to health care facility by the affected. Information regarding the spreading and root cause of the same. Foster confidence among the victims, so that they will not feel same to take medical facility before it is too late to be cured. Better coordination among the organizations working in the sector. Change in attitude of the society towards the affected. 

Resources/Inputs Required: 

Total inputs required have been divided into two broad categories mainly – Human and Financial. Material inputs like vehicle, camera etc. will either be hired or the existing stock of the organization will be utilized. For human resource purpose – the existing staff strength will be utilized in a regulated manner with proper orientation and feed back.
